Council is looking to introduce a Drinking
Control Zone in the area of liford Town
Centre, Valentines Park and Seven Kings.
The area within the red border on the map
shows the zone that is being considered.

What is a Drinking Control Zone? [

The local authority can impose a drinking control
zone in any public space where public drinking
causes a nuisance or disorderly behaviour.

What does itmean? []

In a Drinking Control Zone our police can more
effectively tackle nuisance drinking. They can require
people to hand over open containers of alcohol and if

someone continued to drink they could be arrested.

What is the maximum penaity? [

The maximum penalty is £500.

Can I still have a drink outside of my pub? [

Yes, the zone does not affect areas set aside by
landlords, referred to as the curtilege of a pub.

What does ‘public space’ mean? [

‘Public Space’ here means any area that people can
walk into unhindered and the owners of that land
have given permission for their property to be
included in the Zone, for example a church yard.

Who would he most affected by this zone? []

The people most affected by a drinking control zone
are people who choose to drink alcohol in public
places and cause a nuisance to shopkeepers,
residents and people visiting our town centre.

What is Redbridge Council doing for people [
with an alcohol problem?

Redbridge Drug and Alcohol Service based at the
4th floor lliford Chambers, Chapel Road, liford
offers a drop-in service (Mon-Fri, 9am-5pm)
They can provide a confidential service to assist
in a range of treatment options for alcohol abuse.
