(a) Is the University taking any measures to identify those involved, and if so, what measures?
(b) Has the University already identified any of those involved?
(c) What steps could potentially be taken against students proven to have been involved in racist abuse and incitement of religious hatred?
(d) Does the University plan to pursue any such steps against those involved in this week's events?

(a), (b) and (d)
The incident referred to is the subject of a Police investigation. In accordance with its normal procedures, the University will not decide on disciplinary action until the Police investigation has been completed. Please refer to the relevant provisions of Statute XI. The penalties that may be imposed on students who commit non-academic disciplinary offences are a written warning, a fine, the payment of compensation, banning the student from specified premises or facilities, rustication and expulsion, as set out in Sections 10 and 25(3) of Statute XI. In addition, Section 38(1) provides that if a student is convicted of a criminal offence that could carry a prison sentence, the Proctors may refer the matter to the Student Disciplinary Panel, which may expel the student or impose a lesser penalty.
