Thank you for your email of February 26th requesting information about why Newsnight of 
February 25th was no longer available on the iPlayer. You write:  
 
“Please supply copies of all documents and correspondence including telephone calls and records 
of verbal instructions and conversations relating to the decision to remove this program early.” 
 
The reference number for your request is RFI20090366. 
 
Please note that your request is outside the scope of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (“the 
Act”).  It is not clear to me why the programme was taken down for technical reasons and it is 
probably best for you to contact the iPlayer Help team on 03709 000 223 or via the website at 
https://iplayerhelp.external.bbc.co.uk/templates/bbciplayer/EmailForms/emailPage. Meanwhile you 
can still find the highlights of that day’s programme on the Newsnight website at:

We hope you find this helpful. Your request is outside the scope of the Act because the BBC and 
the other public service broadcasters are covered by the Act only in respect of information held 
for purposes “other than those of journalism, art or literature” (see Schedule I, Part VI of the 
Act). However, on this occasion we’re happy to respond to your request.  For more information 
about how the Act applies to the BBC please see www.bbc.co.uk/foi.
